Various assessment strategies

Please be assured that your children’s progress is regularly monitored by their teachers. In Al
Rowad, we believe in checking the progress of each learner through various strategies, which
may be in written or oral form and through activities.

No set dates

Children learn at their own pace. A child who is still learning today may exceed expectations the
following week. And so, we believe a continuous check in the progress of each child is a more
accurate assessment of his abilities. The skills and subject of the assessment will be aligned
according to the weekly plan. As such, there are no specific dates for assessment.

Measurement of progress

Numerals will no longer be used to measure the progress of our students. Your child’s progress
is now indicated using terms which are more appropriate in describing the development of a child.
You can check how your child has progressed in different areas of learning through these
indicators: exceeds expectations (EE), meets expectations (ME) and still learning (SL).

Feedback form

You will receive periodic feedback from your child’s homeroom teacher about his/her
progress.This feedback form will give you a regular report on your children’s progress in both their
academic and social and study skills. We require that you acknowledge receipt of this form by
signing and returning it to the teacher.

Homework Policy

Our principle

We believe excessive homework does not promote better learning. Homework is set where it is
necessary and beneficial to the learners. Rest assured that your child has been well taught in
mastering whatever skills required in class.
